	Imperial English: The Language of Science?

WERNER HEISENBERG learned Latin, Greek and French when he was a gymnasium student in Munich. Later, when he worked in Copenhagen, he tackled English and Danishusing mealtimes as his language lab: English conversation during breakfast; Danish read aloud from the newspaper by his landlady afterward. This is not the kind of anecdote we associate with today's science majors in the US, that resolutely monolingual lot. Science students here are rarely to be found in a school language lab, much less a spontaneous one, and when they do speak another language, it is usually because of family background, not classroom instruction. Then they graduate, attend a conference with colleagues from other countries and discover the international hallmark of US sci​ence:.linguistic incompetence.

We are the people who can no longer be both​ered to learn another language. To be sure, we really haven't had to since the 1960s, for in the years since World War II English has gradually but inexorably become the lingua franca of sci​ence. Today it is the universal currency of interna​tional publications as well as of meetings. Those of us who need to keep up with, say,AngewandteChemie need not worry about mastering German; we can leave it to the journal's staff, whose English is no doubt immaculate, to provide us with a convenient international edition published, of course, in English.

It wasn't always this way. For the 200 years before World War II, most scientific work was reported in German, French or English, in that order of importance. People who wanted to keep up with a specialization had to learn the domi​nant language of the field. For example, scientists who wished to understand quantum mechanics in the 1920s had to learn German. Sir Nevill Mott comments, "Apart from Dirac, I don't think any​one in Cambridge understood (quantum mechan​ics) very well; there were no lectures on it, and so the only thing to do was to learn German and read the original papers, particularly those of Schrodinger and Born'sWellenmechanik der Stossvorgange ('Wave Mechanics of Collision Processes')."

German, French and English were the customary languages of meetings, too. At Niels Bohr's institute in Copenhagen, for example, John A. Wheeler recalls that most seminars were held in German, occasional​ly in English. Bohr, who spoke English and German with equal ease, fluctuated between them, adding Danish as counterpoint. No one had to learn French, though, for Bohr's acknowledge of it was limited. "I have it from an eyewitness," Abraham Pais writes, "that he once greeted the French ambassador to DenmarkwithacordialaujourdfiuV
After World War II, the linguistic balance of power shifted. The US economy boomed, and sci​ence grew rapidly as vast federal expenditure, often fueled by the cold war, poured into research and development. US scientists flocked to confer​ences, bringing their language with them; US sci​entific publications burgeoned, and their huge readerships made them highly desirable to scien​tists throughout the world who realized English was a medium through which they could be wide​ly read and cited.

With technical dominance came the beginning of linguistic dominance, first in Europe, then globally. Only the French and the Soviets put up a spirited resistance. At one international confer​ence when de Gaulle was still in power, for instance, a member of the French contingent began reporting in French and then, sensing that many of the important US scientists in his audi​ence did not understand him, switched to English. Then he watched as all of his French colleagues rose as a group and exited. The Soviets, too, did what they could to fight the English monopoly, providing expensive simultaneous technical trans​lations and bilingual commentaries or even resorting to French as the lesser evil - anything to avoid the language of the enemy.

Today in the former USSR, linguistic opposi​tion has dissolved with the union. Even the French, who fiercely cherish their language, have accepted the practicality of English for publishing the proceedings of international meetings: the 12th Colloquium on High Resolution Molecular Spectroscopy was held last year in Dijon, but the only speech in French during the five days of the meeting was the mayor's welcoming address.

The rest of the world's scientists, too, have fall​en into step. English was already in place in India, Nigeria and many other countries where it had been left behind by the British, to be widely adopted as a practical second language that unit​ed diverse populations. The Japanese readily inserted the language of the victor into their chil​dren's school programs; Korean and Chinese sci​entists were delighted to take up membership in the English-speaking club.

English is indeed the new Latin. It has become a successor to the scholarly language once so powerful that Christian Huygens delayed publish​ingTraite de la Lumiere for 12 years in hopes of translating it into Latin so as "to obtain greater attention to the thing". And there is a second way that English may parallel Latin. Latin outlived the Roman Empire, surviving long after the govern​ment that spread it through die world had van​ished. So may the international use of English outlast US scientific domination. The ascent of English, after all, had little to do with any inher​ent.linguistic..virtues..True,.English, .has. an. unusu​ally rich vocabulary; instead of resisting new terms, we welcome them, particularly in science and technology - les anglicismes have conquered the world. But it was scientific leadership, not a flexible lexicon, that sparked the diffusion of English. Many now say this leadership is faltering. Consider, for instance, last year's top holders of new US patents: Toshiba, Mitsubishi and Hitachi.

This year, although English continues its reign, small changes are in the wind. For example, more than 860 Japanese language programs are run​ning in US schools, and there is even an occasion​al undergraduate science department promoting German. Who knows, the students enrolling in these foreign language classes might even learn a bit more about English, or, to put it in Goethe's words,WerfremdeSprachennichtkennt, weissnichts von seiner eigenen.
Anne Eisenberg is a professor at Polytechnic University in Brooklyn, where a very popular Japanese language course was recently begun.

The loudspeaker is to be found not just on trains and subways but on buses, too. In most Japanese cities, loudspeakers peal soft music at 5pm to remind children to stop playing and go home. Even cinemas use megaphones to tell their customers that Screen One

is full and the film in Screen Two starts in a few minutes. *

Yet the ubiquity of noise is a clue to something deep in the Japanese psy​che. To a degree that would be unac​ceptable in Europe or America, people here put up with being told what to do. : At my local underground station, a lady stands on the crossing in front of : the entrance, using a whistle to regu​late the flow of pedestrians into the • station. Police use not only sirens but : also voice loudspeakers to order their way through traffic jams, tip and down the country, uniformed men appear as if from nowhere with whis​tles and flags; telling people; to -stop, walk, go.

Anyone who wants a clue; to why Japan - is so 'good: at: mass;: production need only go to the Marunouchi line platform of Shinjuku station at'8.30 on a Monday morning, where passengers in neat lines are drilled like cadets by the station staff, kept out of the way of disembarking passengers and then smoothly ushered onto the trains. :

The scene is one of tremendous noise and movement. But it gets the passengers on the trains safely much faster than in London. And why. Does Japan Airlines have such a superb record for punctuality? Partly, at least, because its customers do what they are told. - :

The History of the Internet 
lmost everyone knows about the Internet. More than a billion people around the world are now online. The Internet is a powerful tool for information and communication.
The basic concept of the Internet was first thought of in the early 1960s. It began as a military research network, designed to be decentralized or spread out over many locations. If one location was attacked, the military could communicate from another location. The first small network went online in 1969. It connected four universities in the United States.
This network was very successful from the beginning. Scientists could now share information about their research. In 1972, email was invented and quickly became the most popular application. By the end of that year, the network connected many universities and government research centers. The general public became aware of the network in the late 70s. A new version allowed anyone to get online. People from all over the world joined online groups to talk about thousands of different subjects.
The term Internet was used for the first time in 1982. New technology had created a common language for the network computers. The Internet was now

In the early nineties, the first search engine, Gopher, and the first web 35 browser, Mosaic, were developed, allowing easier and simpler access to the Net. Traffic on the Internet started growing at an annual rate of approximately 340,000 percent.
At the end of the 1990s, Internet2 was born.
Internet2 uses fiber optic cables to link together a 40consortium of hundreds of high-speed networks around the world. Instead of connecting to the Internet solely through telephone lines, people could now connect in a wide variety of ways, including
via satellite. These new methods have more data carrying capacity, or bandwidth, 45 than telephone lines. This made the Internet faster and able to convey much more information. People could soon watch TV shows and movies online.

Internet and Freedom of Speech 
One of the most important things that the Internet has fostered or strengthened has been freedom of speech and freedom of expression. The Internet is a very large common public area that is shared by people all around the world. Due to the diversity of the Net’s users, no one standard can be applied to govern
speech on the Net. Furthermore, the Internet technology itself prevents complete blocking of access to information.
The Internet has helped to promote political freedom in many cases and allowed protesters a way to express their discontent. In 1990, the Internet allowed Chinese dissidents to bypass government censorship and inform the world Chinese community of the rebellion in Tiananmen Square and its tragic outcome. Similarly in 1991, people both in the Soviet Union and around the world were able to access eyewitness accounts of the attempted coup against Mikhail Gorbachev in spite of an information blackout. During Iraq’s invasion of Kuwait, Internet users got up-to-date information through Internet connections with Kuwait even though radio and television broadcasts had been cut off.

To be obese means to have too much fat on the body. Obese people are not just overweight. Such people are likely to suffer health problems because of their weight. The precise cause of obesity is not clear. However, it is clear that obesity is a problem in most countries. One study estimated that about 55 percent of people in the United States are obese. People need to understand what obesity is and how to tell if they themselves are obese so that they can change their condition.
An obese person does not have to look extremely fat. Even people who seem only slightly overweight can actually be considered obese. If a person has a certain amount of fat on their body, then their health might be in danger. This amount of fat is usually thought to be 40 percent of the body’s total composition. Finding a person’s exact fat percentage is troublesome. Most people still rely on their weight measurement to tell them if they are overweight or obese.
There are problems with this method, however. There are recommended weights for different ages. In addition, weight alone says nothing about a person’s percentage of body fat, which is most important. People have different body types, which can make weight measurements unreliable. For instance, athletes usually have more muscle mass than other people. Muscle weighs more than fat. Therefore, an athlete may weigh more than their recommended weight, but this does not mean they are not healthy. A more accurate measurement of body fat is needed.
Probably the most popular method of determining body fat today is the Body Mass Index (BMI). BMI is a person’s weight (in kilograms) divided by the square of his or her height (in meters). For men, a BMI of 24 to 27 is normal. For women, it is 23 to 26. A BM

Health Problems of Obesity 

I
t is important to understand that obesity is not just an uncomfortable condition of the body. Obesity can cause serious health problems. Many people are not aware of these problems, so they do not try to prevent the problems before they appear. This is unfortunate, since prevention is possible, though difficult.
One of the worst health problems caused by obesity is Type 2 diabetes. One study found that about 80 percent of people with Type 2 diabetes are obese. People with diabetes do not have insulin in their bodies. Insulin helps the body to absorb, or take in, sugar. If the body cannot absorb sugar, several bad things can happen. A person with diabetes can suffer from seizures (losing control of the body) or fall into a coma.
A number of other problems related to obesity have also been found. Obesity can cause heart disease. Heart disease happens when the vessels that deliver blood to the heart become blocked. This makes it more likely that such people will suffer from heart attacks, which take place when the heart loses blood supply and cannot pump properly. Furthermore, obesity causes problems with breathing, especially when sleeping. Obese people are at high risk for arthritis as well as certain kinds of cancers.
All of these problems, and others, can be prevented. Of course, losing weight is very difficult. Changing a lifestyle is hard and often painful. Even so, the results of obesity are much worse.

Internet websites 

Headaches are a big problem. But they are not just a problem for the person suffering from the headache. They are a problem for society as well. Each year, millions of people suffer from severe headaches that keep them from doing their jobs. In fact, according to one estimate, headaches cost individuals and businesses more than $50 billion each year! This is one of the reasons research into headaches has become a worldwide effort.
Although he did not know much about how headaches work, Hippocrates was the first doctor to find a way to treat them. Before 400 B.C., Hippocrates discovered that the bark from willow trees was useful in treating pain. He made a white powder from the tree’s bark and gave it to his patients.
Hippocrates did not know it, but he was actually prescribing a natural chemical in willow bark called salicin. When a person eats salicin, the chemical is changed inside his or her body into salicylic acid. It turns out that salicylic acid is good for stopping pain, including headache pain, but it is bad for a person’s stomach. In the 1800s, a chemist in Germany changed the acid’s form a little to make it easier for people to take. This new form of the chemical was called acetylsalicylic acid, commonly known as aspirin today.
Aspirin was used throughout most of the 1900s to treat headaches, but doctors had little idea about what really caused headaches. When doctors know the cause of a disease, they can find better ways to treat it. Therefore, as medical technology developed, doctors began to use the technology to learn more about the human brain and about headaches.
Currently, doctors classify headaches into two general types: primary and secondary. A primary headache is a condition suffered as only the headache itself.
On the other hand, a secondary headache is one caused by another condition.
For example, someone who catches the flu may suffer from headaches along with other symptoms of the illness. Flu headaches are thus secondary headaches.
For primary headaches, doctors have determined three possible causes. One kind of primary headache is caused by stress. Doctors usually call headaches of this kind tension headaches. Such headaches are characteristically felt on both sides of the head as a dull, steady pain.
Another kind of primary headache is the migraine headache. Doctors believe this headache is caused by reduced flow of blood to certain parts of the brain. A migraine sufferer usually feels intense pain on one side of the head. The sufferer also becomes sensitive to light and noise. If the migraine is severe, the sufferer may vomit repeatedly.
The third kind of primary headache is known as the cluster headache. Cluster headaches typically occur around the same time each day for weeks or months at a time. The person suffering from this kind of headache usually feels pain on one side of her or his head, and the pain is centered around one of the person’s eyes. Doctors do not know much at present about cluster headaches, but they seem more common among men and could be related to alcohol or other things that affect a person’s blood flow.
Using computers and more advanced medical equipment, doctors continue to learn more about what happens in the brain before and during headaches. Especially in the case of migraines, some doctors believe they have found the part of the brain that sets off the reaction for severe attacks.
With this new insight into brain processes, doctors hope new ways will be discovered to disable headaches before they begin.

Aspirin may work well for fighting minor headaches, but it may not be the best choice for dealing with migraines. Doctors have found that after treating a migraine sufferer with aspirin, the next migraine attack becomes stronger. Therefore, doctors have searched for other     ways to treat migraines.
From brain research, doctors have learned that certain cells in parts of the brain release proteins during a migraine attack. By using a drug which acts like the natural chemical serotonin in the brain, the cells can be stopped from releasing protein. This has the effect of blocking the migraine. Now drug companies are producing even better products developed from this idea. However, the most effective of these drugs must be taken as liquid and put directly into the bloodstream. The drug is not yet available as a pill.

The above example is only one kind of medicine doctors have found useful in fighting migraines. It also turns out that drugs used to fight depression work well to relieve migraines. And surprisingly, some migraine sufferers claim Botox has proven helpful for them. (Botox is a chemical injected into the face for the purpose of removing wrinkles.)
Not all migraine sufferers are turning to medicine for help with their problem. Some of them use alternative remedies to fight migraines. For example, many people use yoga or meditation to relieve stress and reduce the number of migraines they suffer. And in some cases, people know that certain foods or fluorescent lights trigger their migraines. These people simply try to avoid things that set off migraine attacks.

High School Dropout Rates on the Rise
H
ow many students drop out of high school in the United States?
Nobody seems to know with certainty, but statistics indicate it might be a lot more than most people think. Recent studies have found that only about 75 percent of all high schoolfreshmen receive a high school diploma and that in the fifty largest US cities, the number falls to 52 percent-barely more than half. Previous studies had shown that 85 percent of all high school students graduated. The US now has the highest dropout rate of all industrialized countries. It is estimated that more than 1 million students drop out of high school every year, or 7,000 each school day. According to one study, America is the only industrialized nation in which children are less likely to graduate from high school than their parents.
The rising dropout rate has alarmed both educators and economists. In this age of advanced technology, education is more important than ever. To get a good job, workers need to know how to read. They must be able to quickly calculate complex math problems. High school dropouts hurt not only themselves but also the American economy. They hinder America’s ability to compete against the rest of the world. A worker without a high school diploma earns an estimated $300,000 less in his or her lifetime than a high school graduate. A dropout has less spending money to help the economy and less to pay the government in the form of taxes. Because the government collects less tax money, it cannot pay as much to retired people who have worked hard their entire lives.
One report estimated that high school dropouts in one recent school year will cost the US almost $330 billion. In addition, dropouts are more likely to get into trouble. They often rely on

Several cities have formed programs to help high school dropouts. In Houston, Texas, volunteers—including the mayor-go to dropouts’ homes and try to convince these students to give school another try. More than 5,000 city dropouts have returned to the classroom since the program started in 2004. In Virginia, a private business has donated money to open two non-traditional schools for high school students who are struggling in conventional schools and are likely to drop out. And in Washington, D.C., a private welfare agency has started a program to help dropouts learn job skills.
Now there is a new national campaign to reduce American dropout rates.
A group called the Promise Alliance is giving money to several states. It wants each state to develop a plan for increasing its graduation rates. Alliance leaders hope that all fifty states will have a plan in place by the year 2010. The campaign is funded by both businesses and philanthropic organizations. It aims to unite government and business leaders with parents and educators. “The key is to start working together,” said Marguerite Kondracke, president and CEO of Promise Alliance. “We need to recognize that by working together, we can make enormous strides to ensure that our children succeed.”

Where Are All the Boys? 
T
hese days, college lecture halls in the United States are being filled more and more by female rather than male students. Women now make up 55 percent of the college population—and that number continues to rise. Within ten years, three million more women than men may be attending US colleges.
Thirty years ago, male students were the majority on college campuses in the United States. Traditionally, men acted as the breadwinners of their families, and college was seen as the path to career advancement and higher salaries. But during the feminist movements of the 1970s, more women aspired to having careers and enrolled in college to pursue degrees. By the mid-1980s, more women than men were attending college. At the same time, there was an unexpected decline in the number of males applying to college. Educators are still uncertain of the cause of this decline, but it continues to affect enrollment numbers for men in higher education. Researchers have suggested a number of theories to account for males’ seeming decline in interest in seeking college degrees.
According to the National Center for Education Statistics, males leave or are kicked out of high school in higher numbers than females. And male students are three times more likely to be placed in special education programs. Author Christina Hoff Sommers attributes the drop in male enrollment to early stereotyping of boys as “aggressive” and “non-academic.” In her book, The War Against Boys, Sommers writes that many boys don’t receive enough mentoring and academic support to become straight-A students and therefore lose interest in higher education.

Most species of plants and animals that have ever lived on Earth are now extinct. Though most have become extinct slowly, some have been almost completely wiped out in a sudden, massive, catastrophic event. These mass extinctions have happened at least five times in the history of the Earth. The first mass extinction occurred about 450 million years ago, when sudden changes in sea level, caused by melting glaciers, killed most marine species. The most recent mass extinction was 65 million years ago, when most scientists believe an asteroid struck the Earth in Mexico and extinguished the dinosaurs.
Now scientists claim a “Sixth Extinction” is underway. This extinction is not caused by one big event but by a series of human actions that disrupt the environment. Edward O. Wilson, a Harvard University scientist, estimates that human harm will cause half of all species of life to be extinct by 2100. Scientists say that human activities are causing biological extinction at a rate hundreds of times faster than ever before.
Humans cause damage to the Earth in three primary ways. The first is exploitation. Humans hunt animals for food, clothing, and sometimes just for fun. They also collect plants and insects---such as butterflies---for recreation. The second way humans impact the Earth is by putting alien plant or animal species in new environments. In Africa, for example, some fisherman put perch from Egypt’s Nile River into Lake Victoria. Nile perch like to eat other fish. Since they came, more than 200 native species of fish have disappeared from the lake.
The third way humans cause damage is by destroying
natural habitats. They clear trees from forests to build houses, farms, cities, and roads. One of the most terrible instances of habitat destructions is the cutting down of the tropical rainforests. It is estimated that these rainforests, which cover less than 10 percent of the Earth, contain almost half of all the world’s plant and animal species.
Human activity has had a devastating effect on the natural environment. Each year, an international organization of scientists releases a special “red list” that updates the status of more than 44,000 animal and plant species. In 2008, the organization reported that 25 percent of our planet’s 5,487 mammals are on the verge of extinction. It also claimed that almost 40 percent of all species are “threatened” with extinction, including 33 percent of all amphibians, a quarter of the Earth’s coniferous trees, and about 12 percent of all birds. Of all threatened species on the red list, about 3,000 are “critically endangered,” which means they could disappear soon.
What would happen to people if the “Sixth Extinction” takes place? Scientists say life on Earth would be grim. There would not be enough food to eat, and water would be too polluted to drink. New species of pests and plants would invade the natural areas that remain. These invaders could carry new kinds of germs, causing diseases that human bodies cannot resist. Without plants to help cool the sun, the ice at the North and South Poles could melt, causing sea levels to rise and wash away coastal cities. By wiping out other species, human beings might be paving the way for the greatest extinction of all: their own.

Plan to Curb Greenhouse Gases
As sunlight shines on the Earth, solar radiation is absorbed and then
radiatedback into space as thermal radiation (heat). However, some of this heat is trapped by gases in the atmosphere. The trapped heat increases the temperature of the Earth’s surface and atmosphere. The process is similar to the way a greenhouse is kept warm. The Earth’s natural levels of water vapor and other gases produce this greenhouse effect, making life on Earth possible. However, some scientists are now predicting that higher levels of certain greenhouse gases are causing temperatures to rise beyond natural limits.
Since the beginning of the industrial age, carbon dioxide (CO2) has been building up in the Earth’s atmosphere as a result of the burning of fossil fuels (coal, oil, natural gas). CO2 is considered the major cause of global warming on Earth. Other natural greenhouse gases include water vapor, methane (CH4), nitrous oxide (N2O), and ozone (O3). Additionally, several man-made gases are also thought to contribute to the greenhouse effect, namely chlorofluorocarbons (CFCs), hydrochlorofluorocarbons (HCFCs), and sulfur hexafluoride (SFe). Researchers have estimated that the atmospheric concentration of CO2 has increased by at least 30 percent since the 1800s. Industrial processes have also led to a 145 percent increase in CH4, and 15 percent increase in N2O in the atmosphere.
The buildup of these gases is believed to be the major cause of higher than normal average global temperatures in recent years. Consequences of such global warming could include higher sea levels, the spread of deserts in areas around the Earth’s equator, and the drying up of fresh water sources.

Daryl Atkins and the Death Penalty 

Mentally challenged people have IQs of below seventy. Many mentally challenged people with IQs of fifty-five and above can hold jobs, have children, and do many things that “normal” people do. They even commit murder and other crimes. When mentally challenged people commit crimes and are convicted, is it fair to put them to death, as other criminals are sentenced to death? This is a question that American people and their courts have struggled with for many years. However, in recent years, it seems that the majority of Americans have come closer to agreement on the issue. Many people now think that putting mentally challenged people to death is a “cruel and unusual” punishment.

Daryl Atkins had an IQ of fifty-nine. In the late 1990s,
Atkins was found guilty of killing a person and was given the death penalty in Virginia. His case was appealed all the way up to the Supreme Court. In 2002, the court ruled that Atkins and other mentally challenged persons may not be executed. This decision opposed a 1989 Supreme Court decision that said mentally challenged persons may be executed. Since 1976, approximately thirty-five mentally challenged people have been executed in the United States.
In the 2002 decision, the court said that the nation had come to a consensus against executing the mentally challenged. They said it is unfair to execute someone who cannot fully understand how bad their actions were. It is a violation of the US Constitution’s ban against “cruel and unusual punishment.”

Lesson 3. Letters and other communications: formal letters (cover letter)
Topic: Cover letter
Handout 1. What is cover letter. 

The cover letter is the customized, business letter that accompanies the resume when a candidate applies for a position with your company. Job search experts tell applicants to target the cover letter contents to the position you have advertised. Applicants are also advised to match their skills and experience clearly to the stated requirements of the position you seek to fill.

The cover letter, which is much less frequently reviewed by job search professionals than the resume, provides a picture of the applicant’s ability to present his or her credentials. The cover letter tells you a lot about the applicant.

From the cover letter, you can assess the candidate’s writing skills and his or her ability to make a presentation in writing. You can observe their attention to detail by their avoidance of grammar mistakes, spelling errors and typos. You can assess the depth of their interest in the job and their belief in the “fit” of their qualifications for your advertised position.

The cover letter gives you an overall view of the applicant: attention to detail, knowledge and skills, personality, interests, and so forth, whatever the candidate is willing to reveal in the cover letter.

Significantly, the cover letter saves you time when the applicant has invested the time necessary to enumerate his or her skills and experience as they fulfill your requirements. The successful cover letter allows you to make a quick decision that the candidate's qualifications match your needs - or not. This attention to customization and detail may also elevate the candidate's application to your short list.

Finally, the cover letter is an ideal opportunity for the candidate to address issues that the resume may not handle to an employer’s satisfaction. The cover letter can explain such anomalies as employment gaps, incomplete degrees, and a long term history with one employer in the same job. The cover letter is the applicant’s opportunity to shine.

Courteous employers who seek a reputation as an employer of choice, send an application acknowledgement letter. The next step an applicant should expect is either an applicant rejection letter or a request for an interview.

Handout 1

GUIDELINES FOR WRITING LETTERS OF RECOMMENDATION

Letters of recommendation are used to gather additional information about a candidate for employment, graduate study or other opportunity.  It should give an overall picture of the candidate's:

• personal characteristics • performance • experience • strengths • capabilities • professional promise

Preferably, the person writing the letter of recommendation has been in a working or academic relationship with the applicant.  The letter should be about one page in length and generally consist of three parts: opening, body, and closing.

Opening

The writer should explain the relationship between himself/herself and the candidate as well as why the letter is being written.  For example:  Bill Jones completed his student teaching under my supervision.  I am pleased to be able to provide a letter recommending him for a position as a teacher.

The writer may want to describe the type of experience, length, and time period during which he/she worked with the candidate.  The writer may also wish to describe any special assignments or responsibilities that the candidate completed.

Body

The body of the recommendation should provide specific information about the candidate.  Information may include:

1. personal characteristics such as poise, confidence, dependability, patience, creativity, etc.

2. teaching abilities such as knowledge of the subject area,  problem solving abilities, ability to manage students, ability to work with colleagues and parents, curriculum development, etc.

3. Specific areas of strength or special experiences.  The candidate may have some exceptional strengths such as a very high energy level or excellent communication skills.  A candidate may also have a specific area of knowledge or experience such as a strong background in science, an undergraduate degree in another area or related work experience in education, a research project, coaching,

extracurricular activities, etc.

Closing

The closing of the letter should briefly summarize previous points and clearly state that you recommend the candidate for the position, graduate program or opportunity they are seeking.

The recommendation letter should be written in language that is straightforward and to the point.  Avoid using jargon or language that is too general or effusive.

The following is a brief sample of a recommendation letter:

I was Tom Smith's cooperating teacher during his student teaching assignment the Spring 2002 semester.  Tom completed sixteen weeks of student teaching in seventh grade social studies under my supervision.  I am pleased to be able to write a letter of recommendation for Tom.

During Tom's student teaching experience, he was highly motivated to learn as much as he could and perform to his best capacities.  He frequently put in long hours to develop lesson plans and monitor student progress.  He asked for feedback on a daily basis and accepted constructive criticism with maturity.  He understood his limitations as an inexperienced teacher and observed experienced teachers closely in order to improve his own teaching abilities.

Tom has several strengths but his main strength, from my observations, is his ability to motivate students.  He always seemed sincerely interested in their progress and presented new material in a way that captured their attention.  For example, he had a group of students map out a "road-trip" across the United States.  The students had to plan the trip to include a given number of state and national parks, major cities, and historic battle sites.  The students really dived into the project.  Tom consistently displayed this type of creativity in planning lessons and motivating students.  He soon learned that the best way to manage a classroom is to keep students on-task with projects that were both interesting and challenging.   He also did a good job of recognizing when a student needed special assistance or attention.

In summary, Tom displayed the qualities that make a teacher successful.  He is dependable, motivated, and is in tune with the needs of his students.  He works well with colleagues and administration and is able to learn from those around him.  I highly recommend him for a teaching position.

An opinion essay allows the writer to display their personal opinion on a subject. The key is clearly presenting details and related viewpoints to help support reasons behind the opinion. Opinion essay topics are often controversial in nature, making them an interesting read when details are presented in a concise matter. Completing such essay includes completing several steps to help highlight or support your opinion.

Choosing a topic is the first step. Good opinion essay topics evoke deep thoughts and feelings depending on the subject. Also known as controversial essay topics, the subject matter is often something people may argue about but have a strong feeling toward a certain side or position. Collecting research, acknowledging arguments other opinions and creating a thesis or transition statement will follow after deciding on a topic. Understanding other steps that will be taken during the essay writing process may help you choose a good topic. Example topics:

· Should sex education be taught in schools?

· Plastic surgery is being used more for cosmetic reasons.

· Should animals be used when conducting experiments?

· Are you for or against a jury system?

· Should there be a minimum age for driving?

· Who should be able to own a gun?

· Is enough being done to help the homeless?

· Who make better parents: Males or Females?

· Should women have the right to choose abortion?

Personal opinion essay topics may include sensitive subject matter that people are known to get emotional about such as abortion, death penalty, animal rights and a variety of others. Creating an opinion essays includes a number of steps. An introduction paragraph is crafted that states the opinion or your thesis. The main body of the essay in created including several detailed paragraphs that explain you’re opposing viewpoints with examples. The conclusion is the end paragraph that summarizes or restates your opinion. Each area includes putting in a good amount of time in order to have a presentable and effective essay.

How to Write The Five-Paragraph Opinion Essay
 
If you feel confident about writing essays and usually do well at it, you may be able to skip this.  There are other good ways to write an essay that will work just as well and be more interesting to read.

 

But if you have any doubts about your ability to write a good essay and get a good mark, learn this pattern and follow it to the letter. It is the fool-proof, fail-proof method that you can use right up through English 3201 and possibly beyond (though university profs often require a more complex approach to essay writing than this basic outline). 

 

First, you have to understand what a paragraph is: three to five sentences that develop a single, clear idea.  When you've finished with one main idea, you move on and start another paragraph.  A good paragraph often begins with a topic sentence that sums up your main idea.

 

The most basic structure for an essay includes just five paragraphs.

 

 
Paragraph One -- The introduction.  Here you state the main idea of your entire essay -- the point you are trying to make or prove.  This paragraph should include your thesis statement -- a one-sentence summary of the main idea -- plus three reasons why you believe this statement to be true.

 

Paragraphs Two, Three and Four.  These are the body of your essay.  Remember back in Paragraph One, you gave three reasons for your opinion? Three reasons, three body paragraph.  Each of the body paragraphs should take one of your reasons and explain it in more detail, giving an example or illustration to back it up.

 

Paragraph Five -- The conclusion.  Former Newfoundland premier Joey Smallwood once said about giving speeches: "First I tell them what I'm going to tell them, then I tell them, then I tell them what I told them."  That's how you write an essay.  In the conclusion, tell them what you told them.  Sum up your argument by restating your thesis statement and reminding the reader what your three reasons were.  In an argumentative essay, you can finish with a "call to action" -- tell the reader what you would like them to do as a result.

	Why Public Exams are Good
by an Anonymous Teacher

 

Many students hate public exams in their Level 3 courses and wonder why they have to write them.  Although some students experience test anxiety and find it hard to prepare, I believe public exams are a good thing.  They force students to take the courses seriously, they force teachers to teach to a standard, and they create a level playing field for all students.  For these reasons, I think Newfoundland students should continue to write Level 3 public exams.
 

As a student, I was nervous about my public exams (Grade 11 in those days!) just as students today are.  But I studied much harder for those courses and probably learned the material better.  As a teacher I notice students are far less likely to skip classes if they are taking a public exam course. Knowing that they have to write a major final exam forces students to take the course more seriously.
 

During my teaching years, I often wondered whether I was doing as good a job as other teachers in the province.  I hoped that my students were learning the same material others were learning.  When they did well on public exams, I knew that what I was teaching was meeting the provincial standard.  Public exams helped me as a teacher because they showed me that my students were achieving at the same level as students all over the province.
 

Public exams create a level playing field.  What if a teacher dislikes a particular student or doesn't grade them fairly? In their Level 3 course, 50% of the grade comes from the public exam, so even if there's a personality conflict between the teacher and the student, the student gets half their grade from an unbiased source.  This means everyone gets the same treatment.

 

While students will probably always feel exams are unfair and too hard, as a teacher I have to say I'm totally infavour of them.  I like the fact that they make students study harder, teachers teach better, and give everyone a chance to be judged in a fair and unbiased way.  I have taught in other provinces without public exams, and I hope public exams continue to be part of our education system here in Newfoundland.

In addition, he must be a good team player. In the modern world good communication skills and the ability to work in a team are among the common position requirements. Personally, I think it is great to help each other, share new ideas, develop new solutions, etc. It helps to create a team spirit and improve a labor productivity. 

Finally, my co-worker must be punctual. He or she should finish the job on time I think that It is unacceptable to make the rest of a team wait while a person finishes his or her job. Also, my "ideal co-worker" should always be ready to offer his or her help and be supportive. 

To summarize, I think if a co-worker possesses all of these qualities mentioned above he can make work with him really enjoyable and productive.

􀁨 ☺ (2 min) Remind participants of the developmental/supportive aspect of feedback

giving. In the whole group ask participants to formulate a few recommendations for

Observers/Supervisors giving feedback. Explain that ‘supervisor’ is a neutral term used
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to describe a person giving feedback in a range of ways. Write the recommendations on

a flip chart.

Activity 2 Directive and non-directive feedback

Objective: to familiarise participants with the principles of directive and non-directive

feedback giving.

Time: 30 min

Materials: flipchart, DVD, tape or disk

►Procedure:

􀁨 ☺(3 min)Tell participants that their recommendations for supervisors on giving

feedback can be subdivided into three broad categories identified by Donald Freeman:

Directive, Alternatives and Non-directive. Establish that they respectively (and

broadly) address the following questions: What do I teach? How do I teach? and Why

do I teach the way I do?

􀁨 ☺(2 min) Give examples:

Directive: Teachers should be informed about their mistakes and told what

to do. Teachers should be challenged in problematic areas of their teaching.

Alternative: Teachers should be asked questions that would make them

consider alternative practices.

Non-directive: Teachers should be invited to open up their feelings about

their teaching. Teachers are invited to analyse and conceptualise their own

teaching beliefs and practices and the supervisor’s role is to facilitate this

process. Teachers themselves decide what to do in their next lessons.

Ask participants to add more recommendations if necessary.

􀁨 Say that each category of feedback is appropriate for a certain context. Refer

participants back to the video of the lesson and their feedback session.

􀁨 Tell them that they are going to watch a feedback session with the same teacher. (Rod

to Nodira) Ask participants to notice the types of feedback in the video and to consider

the order in which the supervisor conducted the session.

􀁨 (8min) 􀂙Play the video.

􀁨 ☺ (4 min) Take feedback from participants. Ask the following questions:

~ Was the teacher experienced?

~ What kind of feedback was provided?

~ In what order did Observer ask questions? What were they?

Distribute handout 2􀀏 to help participants answer the questions.

􀁨 ☺(8 min) Discuss participants’ answers and general impressions.

Objective: to give participants an opportunity to practise giving non-judgemental

feedback.

►Procedure:

􀁨 ☺☺(10 min) Tell participants that they are going to practise giving each other nonjudgemental

feedback. Put participants into pairs. Ask them to talk about a case when

they encountered a problem in their teaching (e.g. with a disruptive student, incompetent

administrator, arrogant colleague etc.) and the way they dealt with this problem. Ask the

other participant to practise giving feedback in a non-judgemental way. Tell them to

agree on the kind of feedback expected from their Supervisor. Give them 5 minutes. (􀀧)

One type of argumentative essay is which gives advantages and disadvantages (For Against).

It is a formal piece of writing in which a topic is considered from opposing points of view. 

A good essay of this type should  consist of:

a) An introductory paragraph in which you state in topic. This means that you talk generally about the topic without giving your opinion.
b) A main body in which the points for and the points against, along with your justification, appear in two separate paragraphs; and
c) A closing paragraph in which you give either your opinion or a balanced consideration of the topic
Note:  In this type of essay writing, you must not include opinion words (I believe, I think etc.) in the introduction or the main body. Opinion words can only be used in the final paragraph, where you may state your opinion on the topic.

Points to consider

· Make a list  of the points for and against  a topic before you start writing 

· Write well-developed paragraphs in which the points you present are supported with, justification, (i.e. reasons or examples). Make sure each paragraph has more than one sentences e.g. one advantage of using a word processor is that it saves time. It is much quicker to make corrections on one than it is to do them by hand.  

-Do not use informal style (eg. Short forms, colloquial language. Etc) or strong language (eg. I firmly believe, etc)

-Try to include a quotation relevant to the topic you are writing about. For example, if you are writing an essay on space exploration, a quotation you may include is: “one small step for a man, one giant leap for mankind.”(Neil Armstrong)

-Begin each paragraph with a topic sentence which summarises what the paragraph is about

►Procedure:

􀁨 ☺ (5 min) Ask participants the following question:

Accept all responses. Establish that it is important to be systematic while observing

classes, i.e. do it according to a careful plan and do it thoroughly.

􀁨 Ask participants the following question:

~ Do you have a special form in your universities which you are

supposed to fill in while or after observing a class?

Ask them to say what this form looks like.

􀁨 Tell them that sometimes instead of observing the whole lesson we can observe one

aspect of it. Or instead of observing all the students we can observe an individual

student. Ask participants what they think a focussed observation sheet is. Elicit or tell

them that it is a sheet which helps an observer to focus on one or a small number of

aspects of teaching and/or learning.

􀁨 ☺ (5min) Tell participants that they will work on two observation sheets. Give out

handout 1􀀏.

􀁨 ☺ Ask participants what teaching strategy the first observation sheet is used for. The

answer is Eliciting. Draw participants’ attention to the categories/columns of the table.

Now ask them to look at the second table and explain that an X means a minute. Ask

participants which aspect of the lesson it is intended to focus on. The answer is TTT

(Teacher Talking Time) and STT (Student Talking Time)

􀁨 ☺☺☺ (25 min) Divide participants into five groups. Give each group a task to create an

observation sheet and prepare to present it to the whole group:

Group 1 – Using the blackboard

Group 2 – Use of L1 (native language)

Group 3 – Organising and managing pair work and/or group work

Group 4 – Observing an individual student

Group 5 – Error correction

􀁨 Monitor the work of groups giving help when necessary. Tell them that they should think

about the categories/columns (eg Stage of the lesson etc) and may not fill their sheets

with examples as it is done in their handouts. When groups are ready, they take turns to
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present their observation sheets. Encourage participants from other groups to ask

questions and make comments.

Explain to them that they should imagine that they

have agreed with a colleague to observe her lesson and are to focus on one of the

aspects of the lesson. Encourage them to use one of the observation sheets which they

have created. Make sure participants choose different aspects.

The second group, Teachers, should observe the same lesson identifying themselves

totally with the teacher so that they are ready to receive feedback. Encourage them to

think about the teacher’s objectives and reasons for acting in the way she acts.

NB Ask both groups to take notes.

􀁨 Give information about the video. Say that the clip is approximately 15 minutes long. The

students are first-year students of one of the universities in Tashkent. The lesson is a

conversation lesson and its topic is ‘Keeping secrets’.

􀁨 ☺☺☺ (25 min) Groups watch the video􀂙and take notes. After they have watched the

video tell Observers and Teachers to share their impressions of the lesson in their two

respective groups. Join each group in turn for some time, listen in, and help them if

necessary. Observers should discuss how they will lead the feedback session, what to

focus on and the types of questions they are going to ask. Teachers should try to

predict what the observers will want to discuss and should prepare themselves

accordingly.

Summary

Tell participants that after a break they are going to practise giving feedback, which is the

natural follow-up to observation.

                                                   Describing graphs 

Lesson description: Students will be given one or more pie charts and their task is to describe the information given in the graph by writing a 150 word report. 

Task 1: (35 min)

Objectives: students will: 

· learn how to describe some graphic information objectively

· learn how to use the language of graph description

Procedure:

At the beginning of the lesson tell the students that this lesson will provide them with tips and advice on how to write pie chart description. And tell them that to begin they should take a look at the pie chart given in the handout 1 and the model answer.

Tell students the followings:

As you can see, the pie chart description is easy to follow. Here are some key points in organizing your answer. 

1) Choose the most important points to write about first 
These will be the largest ones. As you can see in the model answer, definite job, looking for work, and formal study were all written about first, in order of importance, as these are the main reasons that were chosen for moving. 

Items such as ‘other’ are usually less important and account for small amounts, so can be left till the end. 

2) Make it easy to read 
When you write a description of a chart, you should always group information in a logical way to make it easy to follow and read. 

With a pie chart description, the most logical thing to do is usually to compare categories together across the charts, focusing on similarities and differences, rather than writing about each chart separately. 

If you write about each one separately, the person reading it will have to keep looking between the paragraphs in order to see how each category differs. As you can see in the model answers, each category is discussed in turn, not each pie chart. 

3) Vary your language 
As with any task 1, this is important. You should not keep repeating the same structures. The key language when you write about pie charts is proportions and percentages. 

Common phrases to see are "the proportion of…" or "the percentage of…" 
However, you can also use other words and fractions. These are some examples from the model answer: 

A large number of people 

over a quarter of people

 a small minority 

A significant number of people less than a fifth

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Lesson 18. Reflection on developing writing skills
LESSON PLAN

Topic: Describing sport events. The topic of sports is a favorite of many students; this lesson plan helps students learn and use language associated with sports. In the final activity, students use their imaginations and language skills to create and describe their own sporting event. The focus of this lesson is on speaking and listening, although several activities also have a written component. You should not feel obligated to do every activity in this lesson plan, but be sure to do enough scaffolding with the target language so that students are able to complete the final activity successfully.

Level: Intermediate

Focus: Discussion, group work, writing, presentation

Purpose: Students will become familiar with language related to sports, and they will be able to describe a sporting event, using appropriate language and structure.

Objectives: Students will develop sports-related vocabulary, learn structures used with sports vocabulary in sentences, use language to describe someone playing a sport, and design and describe their own version of a sporting event.

Materials: Poster paper, whiteboard/blackboard and markers/chalk, markers or crayons, glue, pictures from magazines or newspapers of people engaged in sporting activities (if available) 

Activity 1: Warm-up (15 minutes)

Objectives: To think about and generate already-known sports vocabulary (activate schema)

Procedure: 

1. Write the word sports on the board. Give students two minutes to think about this topic.

2. Have students form pairs or groups of three and brainstorm lists of words associated with

sports. Encourage them to think of any words (nouns, verbs, adjectives, or adverbs) related to this topic—for example, ball (noun), fast (adjective), quickly (adverb), throw (verb).

3. After five minutes, ask each pair/group to write their words on the board (if space allows), or elicit words from students and write them on the board.

4. When all groups have contributed, ask students to identify the types of words used: nouns, adjectives, verbs, adverbs. Categorize the words on the board (you might use colored chalk or markers to do this).

5. Focus on the nouns—specifically, names of sports. Ask students if they have had any experience with these sports. Encourage discussion by asking students questions such as:

• Which sports have you played?

• What sports have you seen on television?

• What sports have you heard on the radio?

6. Tell the students that they are beginning a unit on sports that will culminate in a group project based on developing their own sporting event. Tell them that as they move through the activities they are to keep in mind the concept of a large sporting event, such as the Olympics, the World Cup tournament, or the Asian Games. To help students begin to imagine such an event, ask them questions such as these:

• Have you ever watched the Olympics (or a similar sporting event or tournament) on television?

• Which sports do you most like to watch? Why?

• Which sports are you least interested in watching? Why?

• Are all sports open to both men and women? If not, why not?

• In the recent past, what countries have hosted the Olympics or some other large sporting event? Have any nearby countries hosted a large sporting event?

Activity 2: Vocabulary Build (20 minutes)

Objectives: To develop sports vocabulary

Procedure: 

1. Elicit the names of more sports from students. If possible, use visuals. A good source of visuals for sports is www.mes-english.com/flashcards; another is www.esl-kids.com/flashcards/ flashcards.html. These web resources are free, and the websites have lots of additional puzzles, games, and activities.

If necessary, ask specific questions to elicit different sports:

• What sports are played in the summer?

• What sports are played in the fall?

• What sports are played in the winter?

• What sports do people play individually?

• What sports do people play in teams?

• What sports use water?

• What sports use balls?

• What sports do you need to wear special clothes for?

As students say them, write the names of the sports on the board. Try to have a minimum of 15–20 sports on the board. Here is a list of sports supported by flashcards from the above websites:

You and your students may be able to think of many others.

2. Have students form small groups and ask them to list, in order, the most popular sports in their country. They should list at least three sports. Ask them why they think those particular sports are popular. Students should provide reasons (in complete sentences) for the popularity of these sports. For example, they could say, “Badminton is popular because it’s easy to learn, anyone can play it, and the equipment isn’t expensive.”

− Make predictions based on observations and consider the extent that clues were able to guide their detective work,

Procedure:

− Gather the students back together.

− Have a few volunteers share their objects and work with the class.

− Variation: This can also be done as a literacy extension. Have students write a paragraph telling the story of their object by explaining how and why they think the object was used and by whom.

− Ask students to reveal which object belongs to them.

GLOSSARY

	Linguistic terms that are often used in English materials about verbs and their functions are explained in this article.

	Main verbs
	Main verbs, or principal verbs, are notional verbs, i.e., they have full lexical meaning of their own: buy, eat, do, give, go, live, love, make, permit, push, see, study, take, try, understand, write. Main verbs express an action (give, study, take) or a state (love, see, exist). Main verbs can be characterized from different sides: transitive or intransitive, action verbs and stative verbs, regular or irregular. Phrasal verbs are verbs that form an idiomatic phrase with a postposition (give up, turn off, write down).

	Auxiliary verbs
	Auxiliary verbs BE, HAVE, WILL, DO perform grammatical functions and do not have specific lexical meaning. The verb BE helps to form the continuous tenses in the active voice and all of the tenses in the passive voice: She is crying. The car was sold. The verb HAVE helps to form the perfect tenses: He has gone home. He had left before I called. Both HAVE and BE are used in the formation of the perfect continuous tenses: He has been sleeping for two hours.

	
	The verb WILL helps to form the future tenses: I will try. He said that he would help us. The verb DO helps to ask questions and to give short answers in the simple present and simple past: Does he work here? – Yes, he does. No, he doesn't. Did you write a letter to her? – Yes, I did. No, I didn't.

	
	The verbs BE, HAVE, WILL, DO can also function as notional verbs, in which case they have lexical meaning and are used as main verbs. Examples: Lake Chad is in Africa. (is – is located) He has several houses. (has – owns) Can you do it? (do – perform, fulfill) Do what you will. (will – wish)

	
	(The use of the verbs BE, HAVE, WILL is described in The Verb BE, The Verb HAVE andKey to Future Tenses in the section Grammar. The verb DO is described in Make and Do in the section Vocabulary.)

	Transitive and intransitive verbs
	Transitive verbs require a direct object. For example: make coffee, read books, take a pen, write a letter. Intransitive verbs cannot take a direct object. They may be used without any object or may be followed by a prepositional object. For example: speak slowly, speak with him.

	
	The abbreviations v.t. or vt are used to indicate transitive verbs in dictionaries; v.i. or vi indicate intransitive verbs. Many verbs can be used transitively and intransitively. Transitive verb "leave": He left his bag. He left a note. Intransitive verb "leave": He left. He left quickly. He left for London.

	Action verbs and stative verbs
	Action verbs express an action (break, turn, run). Most main verbs are action verbs. Stative verbs (nonprogressive verbs) do not express an action (i.e., they express state); generally, they are not used in the continuous tenses. (Stative verbs are described in Key to Present Tenses in the section Grammar.)

	
	Stative verbs include verbs of mental perception (know, believe, suppose, understand, remember), verbs of sense perception (see, feel, hear, smell), verbs of emotional state (like, love, hate, want), and some other verbs (own, belong, cost, seem, look). Some stative verbs can also function as action verbs. Stative verb "look": She looks good. Action verb "look": She is looking out of the window.

	Regular and irregular verbs
	Regular verbs add the ending ED to form the simple past tense and the past participle: play – played – played, turn – turned – turned. Irregular verbs form the simple past tense and the past participle by changing the root of the word: buy – bought – bought, go – went – gone, see – saw – seen, write – wrote – written, be – was/were – been, have – had – had, do – did – done. (A list of irregular verbs can be found in Irregular Verbs in the section Writing.)

	Strong and weak verbs
	The terms "strong verbs" and "weak verbs" are sometimes used in ESL materials. Strong verbs form the simple past tense by changing the vowel in the root (fall – fell, see – saw, swim – swam, write – wrote). Strong verbs are irregular verbs. Weak verbs include regular verbs because regular verbs add the ending ED to form the simple past tense without changing the root vowel. Weak verbs also include some of the irregular verbs that end in "t" or "d" in the past tense (bring – brought, cut – cut, feed – fed, spend – spent).

	Modal verbs
	Modal verbs (can, could, may, might, must, should, will, would) are also called modal auxiliaries or modals. Modal verbs are used with different forms of the infinitive (without the particle TO) and form a limited number of tenses. Modal verbs describe the speaker's attitude (e.g., ability, necessity, probability, advice) to the action expressed by the infinitive. Examples: She can sing very well. I must talk to him. It may be done soon. He might be sleeping. You should have done it. (Modal verbs are described in detail in the subsection Modal Verbs in the section Grammar.)

	Linking verbs
	A linking verb (also called a connecting verb, copulative verb, copula verb, copula, link verb, link-verb) connects the subject and the predicative complement and shows the relationship between them. Main linking verb is BE. Other verbs that can function as linking verbs: become, grow, get, look, seem, appear, feel. Examples: Tom is a doctor. He is busy now. He became a writer. It grew dark. It is getting cold. She looks good. He felt angry.

	Complement
	A complement is a word or a structure that completes the meaning of a verb, a subject, or an object. Verb complements are direct and indirect objects that stand after the verb: She gave the book to Anna. Give me a pen. Subject complement stands after the linking verb (i.e., it is predicative complement): It is a book. The book is interesting.

	
	Subject complement in the form of a noun is called predicative noun or predicative nominal (or predicate noun, predicate nominal); in the form of an adjective – predicative adjective (or predicate adjective). Object complement stands after the object to which it refers: We elected Anton president. I find it strange.

	Predicate
	The predicate tells what the subject does, what the subject is, what the subject is like, etc. There are some differences in the description of the types of predicate in Russian and English materials.

	Types of predicate in Russian materials
	In Russian linguistic materials on English grammar, the following types of predicate are usually described: the simple predicate and the compound predicate. The compound predicate is subdivided into compound verbal predicate and compound nominal predicate.

	
	The simple predicate consists of only the verb together with the necessary auxiliary verbs: Tom works. He has been working for three years. She is studying French at a language school. Their house was built very quickly.

	
	The predicate that consists of homogeneous verbs (homogeneous parts) is regarded as a simple predicate: They sing and dance very well. He opened the door and went out. She looked at him but said nothing.

	
	The compound verbal predicate consists of the modal verb and the infinitive of the main verb: He can drive. We must see her. You should have told me. (This type of predicate is also called a modal predicate.)

	
	Note: In some sources, combinations of certain main verbs with the infinitive are also included in the type "compound verbal predicate". For example: I want to see him. She began to read. He promised to visit us. (But we regard the infinitive in such combinations as an object of the verb.)

	
	The compound nominal predicate consists of the linking verb and the predicative. The predicative is most often expressed by a noun or an adjective: Tom is a doctor. Their house is large. She looks ill.

	Types of predicate in English materials
	In English linguistic materials, two main types of predicate are usually described: the simple predicate and the complete predicate.

	
	The simple predicate consists of only the verb and its auxiliaries: Alex writes well. Alex is writing. Alex is writing a letter to his friend. Shehas been sleeping since five o'clock.

	
	The complete predicate consists of the verb and its complements and modifiers that complete the meaning of the verb: Alex writes well. Alex is writing a letter to his friend. Her children have been playing in the yard since morning.

	
	The predicate consisting of coordinate verbs (coordinate elements) is called a compound predicate: The boy reads and writes every day. She closed her book and looked at me. They ran after him but didn't catch him.

	
	Note: In English linguistic materials, the simple predicate and the verb in the complete predicate are usually called "the verb". The other parts of the complete predicate have their own names, for example, predicative complement, predicative nominal, verb complement, etc. (See Complement above.)

	Verb forms
	In the context of verb forms, the terms "finite forms, inflected forms, conjugated forms, tense forms" mean the same thing: the forms that verbs can take in order to express such verb categories as person, number, tense, voice, mood.

	Principal parts
	Principal forms of the verb, called principal parts, are main verb forms used in the formation of tense forms. Different linguistic sources list from three (base form, past form, past participle) to five principal parts (base form, third person singular, past form, past participle, present participle).

	
	Principal parts of the verb BE: be – is – was/were – been – being. Principal parts of the regular verb "look": look – looks – looked – looked – looking. Principal parts of the irregular verb "take": take – takes – took – taken – taking.

	
	The names of the principal parts may differ in different materials. The examples below show variants of names for the principal parts and list the principal parts of the irregular verbs "be, have, take" and regular verbs "look, play".

	
	base form / simple form / basic form / plain form / infinitive / present infinitive / present tense / present form / first form: be, have, take, look, play;

	
	third person singular / third person singular present / 3rd person singular present tense: is, has, takes, looks, plays;

	
	simple past / past form / past tense / second form: was/were, had, took, looked, played;

	
	past participle / participle 2 / perfect form / third form: been, had, taken, looked, played;

	
	present participle / participle 1 / continuous form / progressive form / ing-form: being, having, taking, looking, playing.

	Finite and non-finite verbs
	Finite verbs (i.e., finite verb forms) can show person, number, tense, aspect, voice, and mood. Finite verbs are inflected / conjugated to show these verb categories, i.e., they have inflected forms. A finite verb (i.e., finite form) functions as the predicate in the sentence and agrees with the subject in person and number (he works, he is working; they work, they are working).

	
	Non-finite verb forms, or verbals (i.e., infinitive, gerund, and both participles), cannot show person, number, or tense, but they can show aspect and voice with the help of auxiliary verbs. (Verbals are described further in this article.)

	Inflection
	Inflection (BrE: inflexion) means changing the word form in order to express certain grammatical categories. Applied to verbs, inflection means changing the base form of the verb by adding affixes (suffixes, endings) or changing the root of the verb to express the categories of person, number, tense, voice, mood. Inflection of verbs is called conjugation.

	
	Inflection of pronouns and nouns for case and number is called declension (I – me, he – him, she – her, we – us; book – books, man – men). Inflection of adjectives and adverbs to show degree is called comparison. Degrees of comparison of adjectives: cold, colder, coldest; difficult, more difficult, most difficult. Degrees of comparison of adverbs: soon, sooner, soonest; loudly, more loudly, most loudly.

	Conjugation
	Conjugation is the inflection of verbs for person, number, tense, voice, mood. Conjugation is also the whole set of inflected verb forms. A typical conjugation table for person, number, and tense lists (in a certain order) the inflected forms / conjugated forms of a verb, i.e., it shows how this verb changes to show person, number, and tense. For example: I play, he plays, she plays, it plays, we play, you play, they play; ...; I was playing, he was playing, she was playing, it was playing, we were playing, ...; I will play, he will play, ..., they will have been playing.

	
	Conjugated forms consisting of one word are simple forms (play, plays, played). Conjugated forms consisting of two or more parts are compound forms, also called analytical forms or periphrastic forms (was playing, have been playing). With the exception of the simple forms for the simple present and the simple past tenses in the active, English conjugation is periphrastic conjugation, i.e., with the help of auxiliary verbs.

	Paradigm
	A set of inflected forms of a verb is called a paradigm. For example, a conjugation table illustrating present, past and future tense forms of the verb "work" in the active voice is the paradigm of the verb "work" in the active.

	Verb categories
	English verbs have such verb categories as person, number, tense, voice, mood.

	Person and number
	The verb BE is the only verb that can be inflected to show person and number in its forms: I am, he/she/it is, we/you/they are (present tense); I/he/she/it was, we/you/they were (past tense). Main verbs have only one ending that shows person and number – the ending S/ES that is added to the base form of the verb to form the third person singular in the simple present tense (he works, music plays). If this ending is absent, person and number should be clear from the subject with which the verb agrees in person and number: I play, we play, you play, musicians play.

	Tense
	Tense is a verb category that specifies the time of the action. Tense form is a verb form (i.e., a grammatical form) that is used for expressing the time of the action. The term "tense form" is often shortened to "tense". The tense expressed by the tense form and the actual time of the action do not always correspond. For example, in the sentence "I am leaving tomorrow", the present continuous tense (the tense form "am leaving") is used, but, with the help of "tomorrow", the future time is expressed in this sentence.

	Tense and aspect
	Tense specifies the time of the action, i.e., present, past, or future. Aspect indicates the character of the action, e.g., repetition, duration, completion, and can be simple, continuous, perfect, perfect continuous. In English, tense and aspect are inseparable and are used together to express the time and character of the action, which is reflected in the names of the tenses, for example, the present continuous, the present perfect continuous, the past perfect, the simple future. Verb forms expressing the time and aspect of the action are called tenses, tense forms, tense-aspect forms. Generally, the term "tense" is used in the meaning "tense form" and includes both tense and aspect.

	System of tenses
	The system of English tenses includes four tenses in the present, four tenses in the past, and four tenses in the future. Tenses are often regarded in groups: the simple tenses / the indefinite tenses, the continuous tenses / the progressive tenses, the perfect tenses, the perfect continuous tenses / the perfect progressive tenses. Tenses can be in the active or passive voice. (A list of tense forms is provided in Formulas of Tenses in the section Grammar.)

	Voice
	Voice shows whether the subject acts or is subjected to action. There are two voices in English: the active voice and the passive voice. If the subject performs the action, the verb form is used in the active voice: His parents built a new house ten years ago. If the subject is subjected to the action, the verb form is used in the passive voice: A new house was built by his parents ten years ago.

	
	Tense forms in the active have corresponding tense forms in the passive, but the perfect continuous tenses and the future continuous tense are generally not used in the passive. Generally, only transitive verbs can be used in the passive: John wrote a letter. – The letter was written by John. (See Passive Voice in the section Grammar.)

	Mood
	There are three moods in English. Mood shows how the action is viewed by the speaker. The indicative mood expresses a real action in the present, past, or future, in the form of statements and questions: She is in London now. He asked me to help him. He will buy a new car soon. Did he visit her yesterday? Why are you laughing?

	
	The subjunctive mood expresses supposition, wish, or unreal condition contrary to fact: I wish she were here now. He would buy a new car if he had enough money. If he had known her address, he would have visited her yesterday. The imperative mood expresses a command or a request: Stop laughing! Please help me.

	Verbals
	All verbs, except modal verbs, have four verbal forms which are called verbals or non-finite verb forms: the infinitive, the present participle, the past participle, the gerund. Verbals have some properties of the verb; for example, they have perfect and passive forms and can take an object. Verbals also have some properties of other parts of speech; for example, gerunds and infinitives can function as nouns, and participles can function as adjectives. (See The Infinitive, The Participle and The Gerund in the section Grammar.)

	Infinitive
	The infinitive is the base form of the verb plus the particle TO: to play, to see, to walk. Bare infinitive (i.e., infinitive without the particle TO) is used after modal verbs and after the verbs "make, let" (and after "help" in AmE): He can swim. She made me do it. The infinitive has several forms: simple / active (to read), passive (to be read), continuous (to be reading), perfect (to have read), perfect continuous (to have been reading). Simple active and passive infinitive forms are the most common.

	
	An infinitive can function as the subject, part of the predicate, object, attribute, adverbial modifier. Examples: To ask such a thing is ridiculous. I can do it. I hope to see you soon. I asked him to help me. It's time to go. I went there to see my brother.

	Present participle
	The present participle is formed by adding the ending ING to the base form of the verb and is used in the formation of the continuous tenses and the perfect continuous tenses: We are reading a new book. She has been typing for two hours. The present participle can also function as an adjective: a sleeping child, a barking dog, a dancing girl.

	Past participle
	Regular verbs form the past participle by adding the ending ED to the base form of the verb: saved, played, answered; irregular verbs form the past participle mostly by changing the root: sold, written, done. The past participle is used in the formation of the perfect tenses and of the tenses in the passive: He has written two letters. The house was built in 1985. The past participle can also function as an adjective: a broken window, a written exam.

	Participle constructions
	Participles in active, perfect, and passive forms are often used in participial constructions (participial phrases, participial clauses), mostly in writing. Russian adverbial participle does not have a corresponding equivalent in English and is often translated into English with the help of a suitable participle.

	
	Examples: Walking in the park, I saw a very interesting bird. Having walked for an hour, I felt pretty refreshed. Being asked where he had been, the boy answered that he didn't remember. Having been asked the same question several times, the boy began to cry. Compound forms are usually replaced by simpler forms: Asked where he had been, the boy began to cry.

	Gerund
	The gerund is formed by adding the ending ING to the base form of the verb: reading, walking, eating. A gerund functions as a noun: Walking is good for your health. I'm tired of waiting. Gerunds can be in active, perfect, and passive forms, of which the simple active form is the most common.

	
	Examples: He remembers giving the keys to that man. He remembers having given the keys to that man. That man doesn't remember being given the keys. That man doesn't remember having been given the keys.

	In English linguistic materials, the term "ing-form" (-ing form) may include the gerund and the present participle but often denotes only the gerund. The term "verbal noun" may include the gerund and the infinitive but often denotes only the gerund. In Russian linguistic materials, the term "verbal noun" often denotes a noun derived from a verb with the help of the suffix ING. Compare: She likes singing. (singing – gerund) – I listened to the singing of the birds. (singing – noun)


	Verb endings, suffixes, and prefixes



	Ending S/ES
	The ending S/ES is added to the base form to form the third person singular of the simple present tense. Compare: I/we/you/they buy, give, go, look, permit, push, see, study, take, try, write – he/she/it buys, gives, goes, looks, permits, pushes, sees, studies, takes, tries, writes. (See Adding the Ending s/es to Nouns and Verbs in the section Writing).

	Ending ED
	The ending ED is added to the base form of regular verbs to form the simple past tense and the past participle, which are the same for regular verbs. For example: look (base form) – looked (past tense) – looked (past participle); permit – permitted – permitted; study – studied – studied; try – tried – tried.

	Ending ING
	The ending ING is added to the base form of the verb to form the present participle and gerund, for example, buying, giving, going, permitting, pushing, seeing, studying, trying, writing. (See Adding the Endings ed, ing to Verbs in the section Writing.)

	Suffixes and prefixes
	Common suffixes of verbs: IZE, ISE, Y, FY, ATE, e.g., organize, advertise, deny, satisfy, decorate. (See Difficult Suffixes of Verbs in the section Writing.) Prefixes are found in many frequently used verbs: become, combine, confirm, disturb, enjoy, forget, mistake, prefer, return, understand. Many other verbs do not have any suffixes or prefixes that could help us to identify them as verbs. In all cases, the most reliable way to identify the verb is by its function in the sentence (predicate), by the word order (subject, verb, object) and by the tense form (e.g., is doing, will do, has done).

“Unlucky” Number 13ОTrack 2


1998 was a very bad year, especially for people who believed the number 13 is an unlucky number. In 1998, three months had a Friday that fell on the 13th of the month-February, March, and	/4


November. That is actually the most Friday the I3ths possible in a year.


The origin of the number 13 being an unlucky number goes back to the time of Jesus’s death. At the last supper, Jesus gathered his twelve followers for a special meal, but including himself, there were a total of 13 people at the table. One of those followers later betrayed Jesus and turned him over to be killed.


Today, superstitions about the number continue to worry people. As a result, most American skyscrapers do not have a 13th floor. In addition, most airplanes lack a 13th row because few customers would buy tickets to sit there.


Perhaps surprisingly, when asked, only 13 percent of the American population admit they believe that Friday the 13th is an unlucky day. The percentage is slightly higher among young people. About 30 percent of Americans between the ages of eighteen and twenty-four say they try to generally be a little more careful on a Friday falling on the 13 th. Interestingly, the nine movies of the horror series Friday the 13th were all released during this age group’s formative years (1980�1993). Perhaps the series has had a greater effect on people than anyone would like to admit.

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Video games have become very popular. There are numerous games for the personal computer.


Additionally, game systems, like the Sony Playstation and the Xbox, can be found in many homes. As video games have become more popular and sophisticated, they have influenced popular culture. The character of Lara Croft from the game, Tomb Raider, is well known even to people who have never played the game. There have been several movies based on video games, Tomb


Raider included. Obviously, the video game industry is highly profitable, and the designers of a successful game can become very rich. Of course, what this means is that there are many people buying and playing video games. What kinds of people are they?


There are many stereotypes about gamers. The first one is that most gamers are males. Another stereotype about gamers is that they are not interesting or attractive people. According to this view, gamers are mostly fat because they always play games instead of exercising. Even if they are not fat, they are still unhealthy because they rarely go outside or do anything active. Another part of this image is that gamers are ugly. They play games because it is impossible for them to find girlfriends. Not only are they ugly, but they are also boring. Gamers have no interests outside games, so games are all that they can talk about, besides computers. Further, this image of gamers implies they are antisocial. They do not know how to communicate with other people. This is the main reason that they play games. Gamers spend all of their time alone with their computers, and they only connect with other people through the Internet, where

The effect of there being more women than men at colleges has created some noticeable changes. The higher number of female students has already led to more diverse classes and programs offered at universities, especially in the field of Women’s Studies. And at graduation time, one may notice a difference in what types of university degrees are awarded to men and women. While women earn a higher percentage of bachelor’s and master’s degrees, men still earn a higher percentage of doctorate degrees.


But fewer men on campus have not changed the male/female ratios in some majors. There are still fewer women in fields such as math, engineering, science, and computers. Women’s advocacy groups like the American Association of University Women are urging colleges to make this issue a priority, but the focus for many schools still centers on recruiting more men. To increase male enrollment, some schools have formed partnerships with male mentoring groups to encourage younger students to aim for college. Other schools have modified their recruiting and admissions policies, sending out extra mailings to boys and paying closer attention to male candidates.


However, public universities may face legal challenges from women about these recruiting practices that favor males. Recently, the University of Georgia lost a lawsuit filed by female students because of an affirmative action policy that favored males. As one female junior complained, “It’s not fair that a boy would get extra weight (in the admissions index) over a girl, but it would be better if there were more boys on campus.” This dilemma presents a challenge for colleges: How can a school attempt to close the gender gap in ways that ensure that both men and women have equal access to opportunities in universities?
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
