1. Deforestation is caused by the following: clearing the trees
away to provide land for agriculture clearing the trees to create
pasture land for cattle ranching and clearing away trees to make
room for roads and houses.

2. The consequences of deforestation are the following global
warming, soil erosion, and species extinction.
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3. The greenhouse effect is a major cause of global warming and
the greenhouse effect results from increasing amounts of
carbon dioxide being released into the atmosphere.

4. Forests act as a “carbon dioxide sponge” by absorbing the
carbon dioxide from the atmosphere and using it to produce
the carbon-based nutrients, such as carbohydrates fats and
proteins that make up trees.

5. Unfortunately when forests are cleared and the trees are
either burnt or rot these carbon-based nutrients are released
as carbon dioxide.

6. Scientists believe that deforestation the destruction of forests
contributes more than one-third of the carbon dioxide
released into the atmosphere.

City Mayors

The mayor of a large city is responsible for the executive
and administrative duties in the city government. These duties
include working with city council, overseeing how the police
and fire departments are run, and making sure the city is
prepared for an emergency, such as a hurricane, snowstorm,
or terrorist attack. Because these duties are so numerous and
complex, the mayor may not work at another job while he or
she is mayor.

Because mayors must perform a number of important
jobs, the citizens of the city want a say in who will serve as their
mayor. The residents of the city elect their mayor

through a citywide election. The mayor is elected to serve
for a term of four years. Most cities allow a person, if reelected
in the next election, to be a mayor for up to two terms, which
is eight years.

Deforestation is caused by the following: clearing the trees
away to provide land for agriculture, clearing the trees to
create pasture land for cattle ranching, and clearing away
trees to make room for roads and houses.

. The consequences of deforestation are the following: global

warming, soil erosion, and species extinction.

The greenhouse effect is a major cause of global warming, and
the greenhouse effect results from increasing amounts of
carbon dioxide being released into the atmosphere.

Forests act as a “carbon dioxide sponge” by absorbing the
carbon dioxide from the atmosphere and using it to produce
the carbon-based nutrients, such as carbohydrates, fats, and
proteins that make up trees.

Unfortunately, when forests are cleared and the trees are
either burnt or rot, these carbon-based nutrients are released
as carbon dioxide.
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Scientists believe that deforestation (the destruction of
forests) contributes more than one-third of the carbon
dioxide released into the atmosphere.

Many animals—more than half of the species on Earth—
depend upon forests for food and shelter.

After the trees in a particular area have been removed, there
is nothing to hold the soil in place.

As a result, areas experience widespread erosion.

This erosion is harmful for the following reasons: plants
don’t have enough soil for growth, the soil that has been

eroded dumps into streams and kills the fish, and there is less
soil to hold moisture.

People who have mastered a second language will tell
you that learning a new language is a lifetime challenge.
Unfortunately, some students have unreasonable
expectations about how long it will take them to become
fluent speakers and proficient writers in their new language.
In addition, some students limit their learning effort to the
classroom. Those who have succeeded in learning a second
language have asked for help from people, such as teachers,
friends, and tutors, and used resources, such as books and
instructional CDs to continuously improve their language
skills.

To succeed at learning a new language, you should
practice reading, writing, and speaking your new language
every day, and this practice especially requires help from
people and resources. One exceptionally good place for
obtaining resources is your local public library. If you have a
library card, you can check out books and instructional CDs
for free. These free materials allow you to check out books
and CDs at your current level of proficiency, and then, as
your skills improve, you can return the previous material
and check out more advanced materials. In addition, you
should try to find fellow students and native speakers of
your second language with whom to converse. You will be
much more successful if you use these people and resources,
along with your school classes, to work on learning your new
language.

Work hard at learning your new language, but be patient
with yourself. Your progress may be erratic. For a while, you
may learn lots of new words and your speaking and writing
will greatly improve, but then you may experience periods
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when it seems as if you are not improving. It’s discouraging,
yet normal. Don't panic, and certainly don’t give up. If

you are always working on improving your language

skills, you will overcome the challenge of learning a new
language. Learning a new language is worth the time,
effort, and occasional frustration because it will lead to more
opportunities and a better life.
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
